	To Approve and sign minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting on 2nd January 2025

On a proposal  by Cllr S.Shenton and seconded by Cllr G.Niblett, the minutes were approved and signed by Cllr G.Hammersley.

Public Time (3 Minutes per Speaker)

A resident was in attendence representing the Bell Ringing Society. The Society asked the Council if the Bell Ringers could be flexible in deciding which evening in the week to practice as members commitments were making it difficult to meet solely on Thursdays. The Council had no objection with the flexibility of the practice day, but stressed that this had to be subject to agreement with the Church and the Village Hall Committee. 

On a separate note, the resident thanked the Council for facilitating the work completed in the village by WNC to tackle the flooding on Badby Road.

Cllr Hastie agreed to confirm with the WNC Estates Dept that the information the council has supplied about creating Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) on the school fields will be sufficient at this initial stage of the project.



	Correspondence and Ad Hoc items
